The Pennsylvania State System 
of School Assessments began at 
Lycoming Valley Middle School 
on Tuesday, April 1. It continues 
through April 8. Approximately 
an hour session will be adminis-
tered each day of this time pe-
riod.  Our students will each re-
ceive a breakfast snack before the 
testing session each day. PTO 
volunteers have been coordi-
nated to assist in organizing and 

distributing the snacks.  

The assessments are given to all 
students in grades 6, 7, and 8 in 
both reading and math. It is criti-
cal that our students do their 
best. The data generated from 
these tests are utilized in many 
ways. The district looks at it to 
adjust curriculum. Teachers 
make decisions on areas of in-
struction. Interventions are 
slated for students that are not 

proficient. The federal govern-
ment through No Child Left Be-
hind has given the public schools 
a target of 56% on math and 
63% on reading levels to be at 
the proficiency mark.  All stu-
dents must take the tests. Make- 
up tests will be given if a student 
is absent. Please make sure your 
child is well-rested and comes to 
school on time during the testing 
window. We will ñShow Them
