PSSA 8th Grade Writing  Assessment 

Eighth grade students will 
be taking the state-
mandated writing assess-
ment in four sessions on 
Feb. 10, 11, 12, 13. The 
students will be expected 
to show proficiency in the 
mechanics of writing and 
English language usage. 
The assessment consists of 
twenty multiple-choice re-

vising and editing ques-
tions and three writing 
prompts. The prompts 
will direct the students 
to write an informa-
tional, narrative and per-
suasive essay. Students 
are familiar with the five-
paragraph essay format 
from their classroom 
instruction in grades 6, 

7, and 8. Just as for any 
school day, you can help 
by seeing that your child 
gets a good nightôs sleep 
and eats a good break-
fast. The data is used to 
evaluate student per-
formance and the dis-
trictôs writing curricu-
lum.

Examples of dress not permit-
ted: flip flops, tank tops, spaghetti 
strap tops, midriff shirts, muscle 
shirts, clothing with inappropriate 
wording and scanty shorts that do 
not extend beyond the studentôs fin-
gertips when the hands are held at 
his or her side. Upon entering the 
building, hats must be immediately 
removed. The wearing of clothing/
jewelry that exhibits references to 

drugs, alcohol, tobacco products, vio-
lence, sex, profanity, or gang-related 
activities is not permitted. School 
officials may impose limitations on 
dress if attire causes a disruption of 
the educational process or constitutes 
a health or safety hazard under the 
guidelines of the policy.  

Students are not permitted to 
wear winter coats during the 
school day.  Reminder: sleepwear 
and slippers are not permitted.
