Jazz Guest Visits Our Music Students 
 Percussionist/Composer Phil 
Haynes has been featured on 
more than 40 releases by Ameri-
can and European record compa-
nies.

At Lycoming Valley, of course!  
Haynes spent TEEP with the Pio-
neer Jazz Band rehearsing the 
band, giving tips, and sharing sto-
ries about his long and successful 
career in music.  This visit was all 
part of the WASD Jazz Festival 
April 14 & 15.  Haynes visited all 
three middle schools and WAHS 
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If a student fails either mathematics 
or language arts or both for the 
year, we strongly recommend that 
he/she attend summer school for 
those subjects.

A second reason for attending is 
tied to the middle school policy for 
retaining students in their grade. If 
a student fails only math or lan-
guage arts for the year, but also 
failed it the previous year ( and did 
not pass it in summer school) that 

 one failing average will result in 
him/her repeating the grade level 
the following year. 

This summer,  a session will be of-
fered to some selected students 
from June 10ï 30. It will run 4 
hours each day. There will be no 
cost to the family. District transpor-
tation will be offered. Lycoming 
Valley will notify students and fami-
lies if there is a need to attend  
summer school.
